Dear Crystal:
This is a followup for Nancy with chronic kidney disease and prior dialysis.  Last visit in April.  Last two days diarrhea; however, no fever, nausea, vomiting or bleeding.  No abdominal pain.  Tolerating diet.  Good urine output.  Nothing to suggest indication for the hospital.  No chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.

Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed nitrates and beta-blockers.  They are planning to start Prolia and there should be no contraindications this is advised by rheumatology at Lansing.  She has aortic valve disease follow through Midland.  Presently no procedures.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 113 and blood pressure 143/87 by nurse.  Lungs are clear.  Alert and oriented x4.  No systolic murmur.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites, tenderness, edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries September, creatinine 1.79, which is baseline and GFR 28 stage IV.  Electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Normal glucose. Anemia 10.9.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate replacement or phosphorus binders.  Chemistries are stable.  No symptoms for aortic systolic valve abnormalities.  Follow with cardiology.  Okay to use Prolia.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
