This is an 88-year-old woman who lives with her daughter Patrize. The patient is currently on hospice with Alzheimer’s disease. She also has a history of hypertension, age-related debility, and moderate protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient has decreased appetite. She is single. She is widowed. She has seven kids. She used to be a heavy smoker and drinker, but she does not do either one at this time. Today, she has swelling of her knees. She has leg pain, decreased appetite, total ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinent that is related to her Alzheimer’s disease. Her O2 sats are 98%. Pulse is 64. Blood pressure is 120/80. The patient again lives at her daughter’s in the living room. The patient lives in her bed. She sits up in her bed with a bunch of pillows around her and then she goes to sleep in her bed. She eats very little; she has very little appetite, she has a child-like appetite. Her daughter tells me she gets short of breath with any kind of movement and activity. She is quite debilitated. She has a PPS of 40% and FAST score of 7A. The patient has decreased skin turgor. Her MAC was reported at 24 cm. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live related to her Alzheimer’s dementia. She is only oriented to person and, in the evenings, she does not even know who she is, her daughter tells me. The patient does not have any O2 needs at this time. Overall prognosis remains guarded given her advanced stage of her Alzheimer’s dementia and her worsening symptoms in the past six weeks especially with decreased mentation and changes in her sundowner syndrome.
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
