Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Grundy comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of working as a health administrator for the City of Detroit. He says  that he was diagnosed with glaucoma at a young age and had bilateral surgery with Dr. Siegel. As well, he has seen Dr. Imami of the Henry Ford Hospital and three months ago was seen at Duke University. He states that he had to stop driving approximately nine years ago because of a loss of side vision and ultimately approximately three years ago he completely stopped working because of  inability to see small and moderate size print. A large proportion of his work involved reading and using a computer which he found impossible to do. Besides the glaucoma surgeries, he had laser treatments and cataract surgery. He uses dorzolamide, brimonidine, and latanoprost drops in both eyes.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is count fingers only and 20/200 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +0.75 +3.25 x 001 on the right and +1.00 +2.25 x 003 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +3.00 measures count fingers only on the right and 20/200 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are poorly reactive and irregular. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 11 on both sides. The slit lamp examination on the right side shows a large over hanging bleb that covers the cornea to the visual axis. On the left side, there is a bleb superiorly and an open iridotomy. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral lens implants, as well. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. The fundus examination shows a near-total cup to the nerve head on the right and a total cup to the nerve head on the left. The eyelids show mild chalasis.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with correction and with good reliability shows a near total loss of visual field on the right side and a small visual field on the left side to approximately 5 degrees.
Assessment:
1. Glaucoma. Advanced stage. Bilateral.
2. Pseudophakia, bilateral.
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Mr. Grundy has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of advanced stage glaucoma. Based upon these findings, one can understand how he would have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. He cannot read small nor moderate size print, use a computer, distinguish between small objects, nor avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is poor.
