The patient is seen, states he is still having occasional flare-up in neck and back, worse lying down and sitting in the corner or driving.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Cardiologist has given release to have neck surgery with placement of discs C5 and C6, planned in the near future plus the cardiologist following some obstruction in left femoral artery, to have stent with consideration of bypass.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: 1+ tenderness to cervical spine with painful range of motion. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Tenderness LS junction with painful range of motion described as 1-2/10. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup neck and back injury.
PLAN: To follow up in one month. To follow up with cardiologist and neck surgeon. To continue to monitor his progress.
