HISTORY: This is an 18-year-old child accompanied by mother here for followup.

The patient was recently diagnosed with cellulitis and tinea manus of her hand. She is here for followup for this condition. She stated when she originally was seen she was given Diflucan, nystatin, and Septra and stated that she is getting much better. Mother states she would like to see if the child can receive a tetanus shot because of the cat scratch.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 99/66.

Pulse is 58.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.

LEFT HAND: Much improved, well-circumscribed macules with scaly surface. Site is not hot to touch. There is no migrating erythema. No fluctuance. No induration.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Cellulitis.

2. Tinea manus.

3. Prophylaxis for tetanus.
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PLAN: Today, the patient received a tetanus vaccination 0.5 mL IM. She was observed for approximately 15 more minutes, then reevaluated, she reports no side effects from the tetanus injection and is comfortable being discharged. She was strongly encouraged to continue the antibiotic she has at home, the cream and to come back in approximately one month for reevaluation.
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
