SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevenk described that she did not get a last month prescription. She does not know. I explained her that she should call to office if she is not getting but she said that she was calling but not able to contact to anyone however seriously she is having one day supply of the medication. I discussed with the staff and explained her that she is going to get prescription today. She is on Klonopin 0.5 mg daily, which she is dividing 0.25 mg b.i.d. for anxiety and panic feeling and Cymbalta 20 mg daily. The patient also shows lot of stability since these combinations of medication. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thought. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. She describes she is feeling much better and happy with the current medication.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder recurrent with period of anxiety, hypertension, and GERD.

PLAN: Continue with the current plan.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
