SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 67-year-old married Caucasian male seen for followup. He described that he has been doing very good. No complaints. No problem or any problem in relationship. No fighting, any agitation, or aggression. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He described he is taking Seroquel 400 mg at bed time, Depakote 500 mg b.i.d., and Seroquel 100 mg twice a day. He described the medication is helping and he is eating and sleeping good. I further explained that he should check his Depakote level because to make sure that he is in therapeutic range and may not be high as it may cause toxicity and also problem. He described so far he has not having any problem. The patient was educated about the medications. Also, I explained that he can go with his wife to outpatient of Henry Ford Health Macomb Warren where he can get blood test done and I will send the prescription to which he agreed. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. The patient reports that he is really doing good and happy about the treatment.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, symptomatically stable, no impulsive aggressive behavior, compliant with the treatment, and no fighting with his wife.

PLAN: Prescription for Seroquel 400 mg daily at bed time. divalproex 500 mg twice a day, and Seroquel 100 mg twice a day. A 30-day supply was order. Risk, benefit, and side effects are explained.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
