SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mauri is a 52-year-old African American female who has been in treatment for attention deficit hyperactive disorder. She was having lot of difficulty in the nursing home where she was abused by supervisor and also by the ex-employee and she was undergoing lot of stress due to that but currently she looks much, calmer and quite. She has also been attacked by one of the resident in another nursing home. Today, she was telling that she got a job in a school where in the school she will work as a nurse and she feels more positive and happy. I appreciate and also encouraged that it is a good place and she claimed that she is working with the disable kids and she like to help them and she feel very happy about the whole situation. I appreciate her improvement and also getting a good job. She described that she still need Focalin XR 10 mg twice a day, propranolol 10 mg b.i.d., and Trintellex 20 mg daily since she start taking Trintellex 20 mg daily she described she is feeling much better. Her depression is getting better. She denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucination. She was alert, oriented, coherent, and logical. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no crying spells or any symptoms of suicidal or homicidal thoughts or any symptoms of hallucinations or delusion.

ASSESSMENT: Posttraumatic stress disorder, major depressive disorder, attention deficit disorder, and period of anxiety.

PLAN: Currently stable on medication. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefits, and side effects were explained.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
