This is a 78-year-old woman on hospice with terminal diagnosis of pancreatic cancer. The patient is having increased fatigue, decreased weight, decreased abdomen, increased abdominal girth most likely related to the 5 to 7 cm mass in her abdomen. She is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation. She has lost weight. She has a KPS of 30%. She is hardly able to walk. She feels like she cannot vomit that affects her eating. She has decreased weight, protein-calorie malnutrition, history of anemia, increased abdominal pain, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence. Her mobility is affected because of poor balance. She requires a walker to ambulate, but she is no longer able to do that because of her severe weakness now. Overall prognosis remains poor. The patient most likely has less than six months to live. She requires pain medication around-the-clock to control her pain related to her pancreatic cancer, abdominal pain, and ascites.
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
