Maria is a 76-year-old lady currently on hospice with diagnosis of endometrial cancer with metastatic disease to the lungs, bone, and other organs. The patient’s history is significant for breast cancer, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, pulmonary embolism, chronic kidney disease, ureteral destruction, and bilateral nephrostomy tube. The patient has had recurrent urinary tract infection because of the nephrostomy tubes. Hospitalized recently because of UTI and sepsis as well. The patient most likely has less than six months to live. She lives with her daughter who she is totally and completely dependent for ADLs. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, wears a diaper. She has poor appetite, poor oral intake, decreased mentation, and weakness. Family has to orient her to person, place, and time. The patient’s PPS is now to 30%. She has decreased appetite with R-MAC down to 29 cm at this time significant for decreased appetite and worsening condition. L-MAC is now down to 25.5 cm. The patient’s pain is controlled with meds. Nephrostomy tube requires care on weekly basis. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
