Dear Dr. Khan:

This is a followup for Ronald with biopsy-proven arteriolosclerosis, tubular atrophy and has renal failure.  Last visit in June.  Few pounds weight loss.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  He complains of epigastric periumbilical abdominal discomfort on eating, heartburn, diarrhea and supposed to have colonoscopy.  Prior workup of CT scan a small infrarenal aortic aneurysm gallbladder stones without obstruction.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise is negative.
Medications:  I will highlight the metoprolol as the only blood pressure treatment and remains on diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 159 and blood pressure 132/66.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No gross abdominal distention, ascites or peritoneal signs.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries October, creatinine 1.7, which is better than baseline, present GFR 43 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium.  Upper potassium.  Normal acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild degree of anemia 12.8.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB-IV renal biopsy extensive arteriolosclerosis and tubular atrophy.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need to change diet for potassium.  Chemistries are stable.  Continue present regimen.  They are doing workup for his gastrointestinal symptoms, which is not related to kidney disease.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
