HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 55-year-old gentleman comes in complaining of right calf pain, pinpoint tenderness medial calf. The patient states that it happens from time-to-time when he exercises hard. He was on the bicycle and he felt pain in his leg. There is no swelling. There is no redness. There is no vein engorgement. There is no cough. There is no shortness of breath. There is negative Homans sign. There is no pain on dorsiflexion. There is no pain over the pretibial area. There is just a pinpoint tenderness on the mid calf medial aspect right side.

He has never had a history of DVT in the past.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed from 07/21/25.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed from 07/21/25.
MEDICATIONS: See opposite page.
ALLERGIES: CIPRO and PENICILLIN.
FAMILY HISTORY: No history of cancer reported. Positive for diabetes, stroke and high blood pressure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 275 pounds; weight no change from three months ago. Temperature 98. O2 sat 98%. Respirations 18. Pulse 92. Blood pressure 126/71.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: No vein engorgement on right side. Possible Baker’s cyst right side behind the knee. Good range of motion. Negative Homans sign. Negative pain on dorsiflexion. Negative redness. Negative heat. Totally normal exam on the right versus left.
SKIN: No rash.

Ultrasound of the right and left lower extremity reveals no DVT.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Musculoskeletal pain.
2. He is going to travel end of this weekend. I told him to take an aspirin every day; I put him on 325 mg, put him on Celebrex 200 mg b.i.d., Epson salt. No exercise and rest.
3. Also, he did have a Baker’s cyst 2.65 x 2.2 cm right side. Use an Ace wrap when he is exercising.
4. We talked about Baker’s cyst.

5. We talked about lack of DVT.

6. He has had knee surgery on the left side, but not on the right side.

7. Continue with current medication.

8. Call me in two days.

9. Come back and see me if he has not been any better.

10. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving.
