HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was bit approximately 24 hours ago in the left buttock by an unknown dog in her neighborhood. She did state she went to the emergency room; unsure of what treatment she received at this time and she is concerned because of the discomfort and the pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No ETOH use. She does report tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy. 
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. 

SKIN: Noted on the left buttock two puncture wounds, ecchymosis, erythema, tenderness to palpation. No pustular drainage noted.

ASSESSMENT: Animal bite.

PLAN: We will provide tetanus and Rocephin injection in the clinic as well as Augmentin and tramadol for pain control. Advised to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
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
