This is a history and physical examination on Kaden Spoon.

This 19-year-old male comes for evaluation today. He does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He is complaining of sore throat for last 24 hours significantly causing difficulty in swallowing. He also complains of body ache but no fever.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of appendectomy in 2023.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Supplement of vitamin C.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 165 pounds, and blood pressure 116/79.
HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Unremarkable.

ENT: Throat is significantly congested and exudate seen around posterior oropharynx and tonsils, which looks yellowish.

NECK: No lymph node enlarged.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Acute pharyngitis to rule out strep throat

RECOMMENDATIONS: We should go ahead and give him amoxicillin 500 mg three times daily for one week.
