CLINICAL INDICATION FOR THE REFERRAL:
History of “CMT,” neurological referral for evaluation and possible treatment of adult CMT disease (Charcot-Marie-Tooth genetic polyneuropathy).
Dear Dr. Lee,
Thank you for referring Donald McGraw for neurological evaluation. Donald was seen on August 28, 2025 to obtain his clinical history.
He is interested in getting more advanced orthopedics from Cutting Edge Orthopedics for lower extremity motor support.
As you know, he has a history of Charcot-Marie-Tooth genetic disease, but unfortunately he did not arrive with any records, diagnostic evaluation, EMG testing or anything to qualify him on a testing basis for this disorder although I doubt that he does not have the problem.
He is currently taking gabapentin, hydrochlorothiazide, Lexapro, Lipitor, metoprolol, and potassium which is certainly appropriate for his history of clinical symptoms.
He also has a history of poor sleeping and possible difficulty with CPAP therapy for sleep apnea for which we will need more records and information.
As you may already know individuals with CMT with progressive motor and sensory neuropathy develop functional impairment over a period of time requiring ongoing directed and supervised medical care for their underlying neuropathy.
My current plans are to obtain as many records as possible while we work to validate his genetic testing and determination of what would be the best diagnosis to pursue as far as a treatment course.
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I am seeing him back for reevaluation while we review the results of the initial laboratory testing in consideration for further testing on an advanced basis that he might be able to afford.
I will send a followup report when he is seen in return.
