Dear Dr. Joshua:

This is a followup for Mr. Moore chronic kidney disease.  He has hypertrophic cardiomyopathy with paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.  Last visit in March.  He underwent ablation procedure at University of Michigan.  Some bleeding on the groin access area.  Procedure started on the left femoral and finished on the right.  Did not require blood transfusion, but he stayed there for five days.  No infection.  He is trying to do low sodium.  Has lost some weight.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or urinary problems.  Presently, no edema or claudication.  Presently, no chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  Heart device on the left-sided.
Review of System:  Negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Presently off the aspirin.  They are transitioning him from amiodarone to dronedarone Multaq with five weeks without medications to allow the process to wear off.  Occasionally takes Lasix probably no more than once every six weeks.  Tolerating Farxiga, magnesium replacement, cholesterol triglyceride treatment and beta-blocker.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 110/72 by nurse.  Lungs are clear.  Device regular rhythm.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No major edema.  Non-focal.
Labs:  Chemistries September; creatinine 1.79 stable overtime with GFR 42 with stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  He has not required EPO treatment.  He runs upper potassium, but improved.  Normal acid base.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  No need to change diet for nutrition or calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Remains on beta blockers tolerating Farxiga.  Plans for alternative antiarrhythmics Multaq.  Successful ablation.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
