Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Dell comes in to the Westland Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She states that she worked as a quality inspector at a local manufacturing plant, but had to stop last year when she had a stroke. In relation to her stroke, she states that she has trouble with her memory and she is not quite sure what it is about the stroke that made it hard for her to work. She states that she has trouble reading small print. She states that she has trouble distinguishing between small objects. She does not use eye drops. She has not had eye surgery.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/50 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of +0.50 –1.50 x 159 on the right and +1.25 –1.25 x 010 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.75 measures 20/30 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. There is no afferent defect. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 8 on the right and 11 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows mild nuclear sclerosis and moderate cortical opacification to each lens. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. There is mild drusen in the periphery. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with a III4e stimulus with poor reliability shows a small island of vision on both sides. Clinically, she shows a visual field that is constricted up close and remains the same width when re-measured at a distance. She does not show any difficulties avoiding hazards in the office before, during and after the examination.
Assessment:
1. Cataracts.
2. Presbyopia.

3. Status post stroke.
Ms. Dell does not show clinical findings that will be consistent with the visual field defects that are measured with the automated perimetry. It is very likely that she needs to update her glasses and have proper readers so that she can see better up close. Based upon these findings, she should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment.
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She can read small and moderate size print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in her environment. She may have trouble remembering things in her visual field and this may give her some difficulties with comprehension when she reads, but she should be able to make out small and moderate sized print.
