HISTORY: This is a 16-year-old child here with painful lump on the upper lid of her left eye. She is accompanied with mother who said this has been going on for approximately six days and child does not like the cosmetic appearance.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports pain on the mass above her eye. Chest pain is approximately 6/10 increased with touch and blinking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 114/73.
Pulse 84.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.0.

EYE: Left eye tender 0.7 cm well circumscribed nodule on her upper lid. There is no bleeding or discharge.
Conjunctivae is injected. No bleeding or discharge.

Visual acuity, the patient count fingers with no difficulties bilaterally. Extraocular muscles are in good full range of motion with mild discomfort.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Stye.
2. Acute conjunctivitis.
PLAN: The patient was prescribed Tobradex 0.3/0.1% ophthalmic drops. She will do two drops three times a day for 10 days with no refills.

Mother was advised to try to drops for 10 days and if we have no improvement, we are going to refer the child to an ophthalmologist.
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Child states she sees well, but whenever she moves her eyes she experience some discomfort.
Child was given a note for school today. Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions and she says she has none. She was strongly encouraged to bring the child back if symptoms get worse.
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
