She states she is here to establish primary care because she has multiple comorbidities, which causes her to be high risk pregnancy. She indicated that OB/GYN that she just saw is no longer in her plan and would like to have referral to OB/GYN that is on her plan and also OB/GYN specialist who can manage her because of her cardiac condition during her pregnancy.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Tetralogy of Fallot (status post multiple cardiac surgeries to repair Tetralogy of Fallot).
Coronary artery disease multiple catheterization.
Asthma.

Cardiac murmur.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Coronary catheterization.
Open heart surgery.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 107/58.
Pulse 79.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 97.7.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Harsh systolic murmurs were diffusely on left sternal borders.
ABDOMEN: Gravida consistent with 21 weeks. (The patient states she feels child the infant moving).

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. There is no tenderness to palpation in her calf. No edema.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. 21-week gestation.
2. High risk pregnancy.

3. This is G3P2 currently approximately 21 weeks. who needs specialty management as she gets prolong in her pregnancy
PLAN: She was given a consultation to Dr. Jeffrey Matthew a pulmonologist and a consultation to Katherine B Salciccioli, M.D. who is a cardiologist specialized in pediatric congenital cardiologists. The patient was given the opportunity to ask questions she states she has none. She indicated that she already has prenatal vitamins. All she needs from us is consultation to the specialty to manage her adrenal pregnancy.
