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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Tremor.
Stanton Friesen returned today for neurological examination and to review the results of his laboratory testing.

He presented with a clinical history of tremor.

His laboratory testing shows normal laboratory findings with an elevated thyroid peroxidase antibody. A low omega check (RN) EPA plus DPA plus DHA value 4.3, expected greater than 5.4 and normal testosterone values.

Cholesterol testing showed an elevated total cholesterol, large LDL, medium LDL, LDL particulate number, LDL peak size, small LDL and total LDL, non-HDL with a type A pattern. ANA screen was positive with a titer of 1:40, a nuclear speckled pattern, which may be associated with mixed connective tissue disease, lupus erythematosus, Sjögren’s syndrome, dermatomyositis or systemic sclerosis/polymyositis.

Ferritin level was elevated with a normal iron and iron-binding capacity. Chemistry and uric acid panel were normal. He showed an elevated eosinophil count on his complete blood count. Normal total cortisol. Normal insulin value. Thyroid function studies were within normal limits. Vitamin D2 25-hydroxy assay was elevated at 102.
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Apolipoprotein B was elevated at 122. Hemoglobin A1c was normal. Toxic metals including arsenic, mercury, aluminum, and magnesium were normal. LDL cholesterol at 160 was elevated. Non-HDL cholesterol was also elevated. GGT and leptin levels and methylmalonic acid level were normal. Homocysteine, DHEA, FSH, LH, prolactin, estradiol, and PSA all normal as was lipase. Zinc level was normal.
