I called Diana Siefker because of low potassium, referred to me urgently by lab this afternoon.  She was having two days of loose stools that already is improving, tolerating diet; no nausea or vomiting.  No bleeding.  Strong voice. Does not feel lightheaded or cramping.  No cardiovascular symptoms.  Reviewed with her the diuretic we will place on hold.  She remains on ARB Diovan.  She is instructed if symptoms develop to come to the emergency room.  She has potassium at home; she is going to take one dose of 30 mEq.  We will have new labs rechecked this coming Monday; Sunday, no more potassium and back to her normal home medications.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
