PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.

Blood pressure 105/62.
Pulse.86.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No visible peristalsis. No guarding.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Cystitis.
2. Lymphadenopathy abdomen.
PLAN: CT scan was reviewed with the patient and findings consistent with cystitis and multiple enlarged lymph nodes, which was read as reactive to the cystitis with no other significance. She was sent home with the following medications:
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1. Macrobid 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #14.

2. Diflucan 100 mg one p.o. daily.
She will hold onto this medication use only if she has signs and symptoms of yeast infection. She said she understand and will comply.
