Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup for Mrs. Fanning with advanced renal failure.  Last visit in August.  Released home few weeks ago.  Comes accompanied with her daughter.  Uses a walker.  Morbid obesity.  Poor taste and poor appetite.  Occasionally choking.  Denies vomiting.  Has constipation, no bleeding.  Denies infection in the urine.  Stable edema.  Compression stocking.  No ulcers.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  Uses CPAP machine.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system done, noncontributory.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight nitrates, losartan, Lasix, Norvasc, recently treated for urinary tract infection with Keflex and remains on methotrexate.
Physical Examination:  Weight 207 pounds down from 218.  There is JVD.  Rales on bases but mostly clear.  No pericardial rub.  There is obesity of the abdomen no tenderness.  4+ edema compression stockings.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Recent chemistries October, creatinine 2.6 representing a GFR 17 stage IV.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Low albumin.  Corrected calcium in the upper side.  Phosphorus normal.  Anemia 9.8.  Large red blood cells 108.  Low platelet count.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV progressive overtime.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.  Discussed issues about dialysis.  She needs to do the predialysis class.  We discussed about AV fistula, different options at home, in center, the benefits of home peritoneal dialysis versus intermittent dialysis.  Recent bone marrow biopsy back in February no multiple myeloma.  Continue management of anemia macrocytosis.  She has probably myelodysplasia to explain all above findings including low platelets and large red blood cells.  Presently no need for phosphorus binders.  Continue full dose of ARB losartan among others.  We will start dialysis based on symptoms, but that time she should have hopeful an AV fistula or a peritoneal dialysis catheter.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
