CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient had severe shortness of breath and lung congestion. He was admitted to the emergency room and he was on Cardiac Monitor Unit. The patient received Lasix IV and started feeling much better. After that the patient started feeling better and shortness of breath is less and the patient was then discharged home on Eliquis 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day and his other medications. Today the patient stated that he walked several steps without any shortness of breath and his appetite is getting better. The patient required significant rehabilitation.
The patient was having lightheadedness two or three days ago, but after he increased fluid intake he was started feeling better. The patient’s Lasix has been reduced to once a day.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and he is on Eliquis 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day. Also the patient has vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 supplement 50,000 units once a week.

The patient has a history of acid reflux once in a while. He is on famotidine 20 mg tablet once a day and bland diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on pravastatin 20 mg tablet one tablet daily along with low-fat diet.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his brother and sister and his daughter who is in Atlanta who often talk to him and face-to-face check up. The patient stopped smoking several months ago. No history of alcohol use. His activity is increasing now.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any raised JVP.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

There are no orthostatic blood pressure changes.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
