CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient developed shortness of breath and near passed out, brought to the emergency room at Adventist Glen Oaks Medical Center. The patient was then diagnosed with passive PE. He was then admitted to ICU and started on heparin drip. The patient started feeling better. I had a long discussion with the sister regarding the patient’s condition and after that the patient was stabilized and he had hematological workup done and this is the first episode he had. After that the patient was also diagnosed with diabetes and he was started on insulin and he was started feeling much better. The patient has no more shortness of breath. He was then discharged home in a stable condition. Now he came as a followup. He has no shortness of breath and his blood sugar readings are between 180 to 200 mg/dL. After that the patient stated that he has generalized weakness, but able to do his daily chores. The patient is going to be off from the work for several weeks for rehabilitation.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Prior to this admission the patient was not taking any medications.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his sister and he works in a truck. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes or alcohol use or substance abuse; otherwise very active.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient moves all the extremities and he walks without assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his sister who accompanied him and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
