Thank you again for your continued support.

Joanne is an 85-year-old female who comes here for evaluation today. She has chronic iron deficiency anemia and periodically requiring the transfusion. The patient had a CBC about two months ago, which showed hemoglobin of 11.1 and hematocrit was 33.6. Her iron was 94, saturation was 26, and ferritin was 72 so almost everything was within normal range. She comes today again complaining of generalized weakness. She is unsteady on her feet so she has to lose wheelchair or walker.

She denied any blood in stool or any black bowel movement in last two to three months.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is an 85-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 inches tall and she did not weigh today hence being unsteady on the gait and on her feet. Her blood pressure was 149/58, pulse 62, and pulse oxymetry was 85.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Heart: Regular.
Lungs: She had basilar rales on both the side.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: She has excessive ecchymosis all over the body especially upper and lower extremities.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Chronic iron deficiency anemia from GERD and chronic blood loss.

2. COPD.

3. History of coronary artery disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, iron, ferritin, and TSH. We can make further recommendations once we get the results back whether she needs iron or not. Because of her bibasilar rales, I suggested that she sees Dr. Bhangu who is her primary care physician and maybe she could also see Dr. Syed if the need be since she has history of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease and excessive smoking in past.
