Dear Sirs at Schnapps Nursing Home:
This is a followup for Carol with advanced renal failure.  Last visit in April.  Comes with a friend of family.  Uses a walker.  No falling episode.  Memory issues.  Most of my questions she answers as not present.  There is few pounds weight loss, but apparently eating okay.  She denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding, urine problems, claudication, pain, dyspnea, orthopnea and others it is not reliable.
Medications:  Medications include vitamin D125, midodrine for low blood pressure.  I believe she does have diarrhea and she takes calcium, potassium, magnesium replacement as well as Lomotil, takes also Questran.
Physical Exam:  Present weight 115 pounds.  Blood pressure 134/77 by nurse.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal distention or tenderness.  No major edema.  Looks frail.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries October, anemia 9.3 and hematocrit 31.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Creatinine 1.93 for a GFR 26 stage IV.  There is low bicarbonate.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, stable overtime.  Minor progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Update iron studies.  Update PTH for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  There is metabolic acidosis presently no treatment.  This is mostly from diarrhea but also renal failure.  Low blood pressure on Midodrine.  Present potassium, magnesium and calcium replacement.  Present levels appropriate.  Nutrition and phosphorus appropriate.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Discussed with the patient and friend of the family.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
