Dear Dr. Abimbola:

This is a followup for Mr. Anderson, he goes by Chek, with right-sided nephrectomy, chronic kidney disease, CHF, and low ejection fraction.  Last visit in April.  No hospital visit.  Chronic fatigue, hard of hearing, and heartburn on Tums.  Denies oxygen or CPAP machine.  Denies vomiting, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  No chest pain or palpitation.  Review of systems is done.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Eliquis, cholesterol management, diuretics, Entresto and bisoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 212 pounds, previously 207 pounds.  Blood pressure nurse 154/77.   Lungs are clear.  No pleural effusion.  No rales or wheezes.  Distant heart tones.  Weak peripheral pulses.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  Presently no major edema.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  Nonfocal.

Labs: Chemistries October.  Creatinine 2.04 which is baseline for many years representing a GFR of 32 stage IIIB.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, right-sided nephrectomy.  No symptoms of uremia.  No progression.  No dialysis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Present potassium and acid base normal.  No need to change diet for nutrition or calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.   Tolerating Entresto among other medications for CHF.  Anticoagulated without bleeding.  He has low ejection fraction like 35% few years back.  Chemistries on a regular basis.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
