Thank you for your referral.

This 77-year-old female is referred on account of abnormal peripheral smear showing increased nucleated red blood cell.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectuals disability, history of spastic tetraplegia, and history of seizure disorder. She is on phenobarbital.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair.

Eyes: Keeps the eyes closed.

ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: Did show some edema.

LABS: WBC 6.3, hemoglobin 12.7, hematocrit 39.2, and platelet 289,000. She did show some nucleated red blood cell on peripheral smear 0.5% and she also had relative lymphocytosis it was 47%.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Nucleated RBC in peripheral smear, which most likely is reactive.

2. Mild lymphocytosis.

3. I do not suspect any myelo or erythroproliferative disorder.

RECOMMENDATIONS: No further workup is necessary at this point. Followup in couple of months with CBC.
