HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Rodriguez is a 64-year-old Hispanic woman with history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, sustained a bee sting to her right hand, the hand is swollen, it is over an hour or so old. She is breathing okay. She is not having any chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, shock or diarrhea.
The patient took 50 mg of Benadryl at home.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x3. Hand surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril and Lipitor.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. She is here with her husband. Last period postmenopausal.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: She did not weigh today. O2 sat 94%. Repeat oxygen 100%. Temperature 97.6. Respiratory rate 18. Pulse 79. Blood pressure 150/87.

NECK: Shows no JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows evidence of right hand swollen dorsum of the right hand secondary to insect bite. There is also slight rash over her neck and on her eye on the left side.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Allergic reaction to the bee sting.

2. Bee sting.

3. No sign of anaphylactic reaction.

4. Benadryl 50 mg now IM.

5. Decadron 10 mg now.

6. She will be sleepy since she took both Benadryl at home and here.

7. Medrol Dosepak at home.

8. Return if she has chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting or any type of delayed reaction either here or to the emergency room.
