HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 73-year-old gentleman, married for 51 years, has four children. Long history of diabetes, on insulin pump right now. His sugars are about 90 to 110.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had skin cancer surgery that is the only surgery he has had.
MEDICATIONS: He takes Humalog insulin per insulin pump. He takes losartan and some kind of cholesterol medication. His blood pressure is controlled today.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for pancreatic cancer, diabetes, high blood pressure, and stroke. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: He works for Walmart; has been working for Walmart for 15 years, but he is retiring next month. He does not smoke. He does not drink.
He used to work for Georgia-Pacific for years and then 15 years ago he started working for Walmart.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 172 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 97.8. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 61. Blood pressure 124/65.
HEENT: TMs clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. On the ultrasound of his abdomen, he does have a fatty liver. He does have somewhat sclerotic kidneys. His last creatinine was 1.6. No hydronephrosis. He does have what looks like prostatitis. PSA is pending now.
2. Diabetic neuropathy.
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3. PVD in the lower extremity.
4. Thyroid within normal limits.
5. He does have calcification in both of his carotids.
6. He does have calcification in his aorta.
7. Nothing appears to be critical.
8. He did have a stress test, both chemical stress test and treadmill stress test, and he passed it with flying colors last year.
9. We will get testosterone level and PSA now.
10. We may need to recheck the PSA if it is elevated because of an infection.
11. BPH symptoms noted.

12. Insulin per Dr. Goin.

13. Urinalysis shows evidence of proteinuria 3+.

14. I am not sure if he has had a 24-hour protein, but his creatinine of 1.65 is consistent with stage III renal disease.

15. He will bring the previous blood work to see what his GFR was.

16. Rocephin 1 g now.

17. Bactrim DS one p.o. b.i.d. for the next 15 days.
