Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This 84-year-old male comes for evaluation today. He never smoked and never drank. No alcohol. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He complains of hemoptysis at least three to four times in last three months and also he lost about 25 to 30 pound weight in last three months. He was seen by Dr. Sears and CT scan of the chest was ordered and it came back as large right hilar mass about 5 x 8 cm and large liver metastases again that was 11 x 6 cm. So, patient was referred to me. He denied any headache. However, he says that he sometimes have hard time remembering stuff.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension and BPH. He is on medication for that. He takes tamsulosin and nifedipine.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Very pleasant 84-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inches tall and weighing 170 pounds.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSIS: Most likely primary lung cancer with liver metastasis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We should try to get a CT guided biopsy. The patient is scheduled to see Dr. Ayer in Denton on Monday or Tuesday. We try to get him in the hospital for that and have Dr. Ayer see him in the hospital do bronchoscopy. We will try also get a CT guided biopsy while in the hospital.
