ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Obesity.

2. Elevated alkaline phosphatase.

3. Fatty liver.

4. Constipation.

PLAN: Today, we did an ultrasound to assess the patient’s liver. Because of the elevated alkaline phosphatase, mild fatty liver is demonstrated.
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The patient’s mother and I had a lengthy discussion about conservative measures that can be used to reduce his fat intake. We talked about foods, vegetables, exercises and to reduce fatty foods. He states he understands and will comply.
