CC: ER followup.
HPI: A 47-year-old female who was seen at Mercy ER on 09/09/2025 for vaginal bleeding and was diagnosed from abnormal bleeding from the uterus. The patient had blood work and an ultrasound of the pelvis and transvaginal non-OB probe. While in the ER, the patient states that she was given an injection of Depo-Provera and a prescription for medroxyprogesterone that she was to take a 10 mg tab daily for 10 days.
DIAGNOSES: ASCBD, anemia, morbid obesity, major depressive disorder, anxiety disorder, ADD right foot drop, unspecified fracture of upper and right tibia, history of TIA and has implantable cardiac defibrillator.

CODE: Full code.
MEDICATIONS: Atomoxetine HCL 60 mg one tablet q.d., Lipitor 80 mg h.s., baclofen 10 mg one b.i.d., Zyrtec 10 mg q.d., eplerenone 25 mg one tab q.d., FeSO4 one tab q.d., Prozac 10 mg q.d., Flonase nasal spray b.i.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., Toprol 50 mg q.d., oxycodone 5 mg q.6h., MiraLax q.d., sacubitril valsartan one tab q.d., and Tums 750 mg one q.d.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

ALLERGIES: ____.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Obese female resting comfortably in bed. She was alert and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/76, pulse 71, temperature 97.2, and weight 518 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Obese. Nontender. Hypoactive bowel sounds present.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She stays on her back most of the day. Intact radial pulses. No significant lower extremity edema and crepitus of both knees.
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NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech clear could give information had some memory gaps in there, but understood what I was seeing her as far as the abnormal vaginal bleeding. She states that she continues to have some bleeding it is usually light pink, but with dark clots and its intermittent. She states that she was never given the Provera 10 mg daily for 10 days following the ER visit.
PSYCHIATRIC: Good spirits pleasant and cooperative.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Abnormal vaginal bleeding I have ordered Provera 10 mg tab one p.o. q.d. x10 days and then we will try to get the patient at the GYN followup clinic at Mercy. We will order a followup CBC given the fact that she was leading up until just recently.
