CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 76-year-old female who was sitting quietly in the dining room, had not yet started dinner. I told her I had her labs and she stated was I going to tell her what they were and I stated if she wanted and she did. The patient was very pleasant and was speaking quietly, but repeating herself, so I am unclear how much of what was stated she understood.
DIAGNOSES: Glaucoma, depression, senile debility, chronic pain syndrome, insomnia, generalized muscle weakness, anorexia, COPD, anxiety disorder, seizure disorder, HTN, HLD, OAB, hypothyroid, rheumatoid arthritis and GERD.
MEDICATIONS: Levothyroxine 125 mcg q.d., gabapentin 300 mg t.i.d., Remeron 45 mg h.s., latanoprost one drop OU h.s., melatonin 10 mg h.s., Myrbetriq 50 mg q.a.m. and magnesium 250 mg one q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular diet.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. CBC review. H&H were 8.6 and 26.7. MCV and MCH were WNL.
2. Recent fracture on 10/06/2025. The patient had a fall in her room, sustained a nondisplaced fracture of the base of the neck of the right femur, it was nonsurgical, routine healing recommended and she appears to be getting around doing her normal activity and pain does not appear to be a significant thing for her at this time; she does have pain medication as needed.
