CC: Pain complaints.

HPI: A 68-year-old female with a history of esophageal cancer. She now has a soft tissue nodule visible on the superior right scapula, has been told that it is metastatic esophageal CA. Pain has been an ongoing concern and complaint of the patient. She is currently on Dilaudid 8 mg. I initially wrote for it to be routine q.4h. to get a handle on the pain and then, would look at increasing the interval of administration. The patient did achieve pain management. Staff noted that she was sleeping more, not eating or not getting up out of bed and going to the dining room which she used to do. So, it was decreased, I am not sure by whom, perhaps my call service and her current schedule is 8 mg at 9 a.m., 1 p.m., 5 p.m., and 9 p.m. and again unclear who came up with that order. When I spoke to the patient, she asked me to put her back on the regimen I had started her on; she was fully awake and clearly in pain. So, new order was written where she receives it at 7 a.m., 1 p.m., 7 p.m., and 1 a.m. and I warned her that she would be awakened and she was agreeable with that. In room, the patient’s dinner tray was on her bedside tray and she had not eaten more than 15%. I did ask her to tell me where the pain originated and radiated and she pointed to her back and stated it is still just her back that hurts. So, starting her last night on the new schedule as already cited I am told that she did receive pain relief and was sleeping comfortably.
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
