SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 59-year-old gentleman who is presenting to my office to have an opinion on his medical condition.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient states that ever since he got the COVID-19 booster few days after that he was in the emergency room and had tachycardia was eventually diagnosed with myocarditis and pericarditis in 2022 and arrhythmias. He also was diagnosed with Graves’ disease and had to have thyroidectomy. Also, he has history of small fiber neuropathy right lower extremity that is disabling. He also was diagnosed to have splenomegaly and has hyperlipidemia. Hypothyroidism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes rugby injury involving C5-C6, right shoulder, and bilateral carpal tunnel as well.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No alcohol. No smoking. He is married with one child and works as a builder.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Levothyroxine, Repatha, and pantoprazole.

IMMUNIZATIONS: He received three shots of the COVID-19 Pfizer gene editing therapy.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has pain everywhere in his body and every organ hurts. No nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea reported. Right lower extremity severe pain as well. No urinary symptomatology. No leg swelling. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: As mentioned above.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Injective conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: There is no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

LABORATORY DATA: Investigations labs were reviewed. His kidney function is reasonable. He had specialized testing __________ that was all positive for autoimmune disease.
ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: COVID-19 vaccine injury with multiple organ involvement including heart, small fiber neuropathy, sinuses, and thyroid. The patient will be placed on I-RECOVER protocol for vaccine injury including supplements with nattokinase, bromelain, curcumin and he will be placed on low dose naltrexone as immunomodulator and we will titrate that up to 4.5 mg daily.
