CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had palpitation at home and she was then sent to the emergency room at Elmhurst Hospital. In the ER the patient had new onset atrial fibrillation with RVR. She was then admitted to the cardiac clinic and had thorough workup done and the patient also had elevated troponin and she underwent cardiac catheterization and was unremarkable. The patient is on Eliquis 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day and she has no more palpitation and she has appointment with cardiologist.

The patient also complained of occasional redness of the eyes and chronic conjunctivitis and she used erythromycin eye ointment with good relief. At this time, the patient’s vision is unremarkable.

The patient also complained of dryness of nasal passages and there was no active bleeding.

The patient came today as a followup for hypercholesterolemia. The patient is on low cholesterol diet and she is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day. The patient has no side effects.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, palpitation, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient also had a history of hypertension and she is on diltiazem 240 mg tablet one tablet daily along with low-salt diet.
The patient has history of gastritis and she takes famotidine 20 mg one tablet a day as needed and she is on bland diet.

The patient has dizziness on and off and she was on meclizine 12.5 mg tablet one tablet daily as needed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her sister. She is a widow. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol or substance abuse. Otherwise, she is very active.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Reveals nasal dryness; otherwise unremarkable, no bleeding.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
