The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. This face-to-face will be shared with hospice medical director. The patient currently is in her second benefit period extending from 06/19/2025 to 09/16/2025.
This is a 70-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. At the time of admission, the patient had a BMI of 18, MAC of 18 cm left side with a 20-pound weight loss. The patient’s other comorbidities include dementia in other diseases classified elsewhere, protein-calorie malnutrition moderate, adrenocortical insufficiency, age-related physical debility, essential primary hypertension, primary generalized osteoarthritis, depression, and anxiety disorder. The patient has a PPS score of 40%. The patient has FAST score of 7A. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has caregiver named Janae who takes care of her on a regular basis. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is only able to swallow semisolid foods, has aspiration symptoms, must be fed, it takes her a long time to eat, hence the reason for the weight loss. The patient has a KPS of 40% and PPS of 40%. The patient has shortness of breath belongs to New York Heart Association Class II. She has diminished appetite, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, symptoms of sundowner syndrome are sometimes very exaggerated. As I mentioned, she was admitted with L-MAC of 18, dropped down to 17.5 now consistent with weight loss. Continues to decline as far as her mentation is concerned. Sleeping now 10-12 hours a day. Decreased appetite; eating 30 to 40% of her meals with childlike appetite and must be fed most of the time. Overall prognosis is quite poor. Given the changes that were noted above with the weight loss and the mental status changes, the patient most likely has less than six months to live.
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
