This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient was seen for the sole purpose of face-to-face evaluation. The patient is currently in her 7th benefit period which starts on 07/15/2025 extends to 09/12/2025.
Ms. Turk is a 75-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of CVA with comorbidities including hypertensive heart disease, COPD, obesity, chronic kidney disease IIIB, diabetes, neuropathy, confusion back and forth; sometimes, worse than others. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has a PPS score of 40%. The patient had bilateral pedal edema 2+. O2 sats at 97% on room air, blood pressure 110/70, and pulse 92. The patient’s MAC has dropped to 24 cm. The patient continues to be high risk of fall. The patient’s appetite is down; eating about 50 to 60% of her meals, the patient needs to be encouraged to eat. Sleeping 8-10 hours a day. Nursing records indicate that on or about 08/30/2025, the patient had hidradenitis of the left axilla, which required cleansing; this spontaneously had opened and was draining. The medical director was notified regarding antibiotic treatment, whether or not he wanted to start the patient on antibiotics. The patient’s blood pressure was 130/70, pulse 88, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 97% at the time of evaluation. The patient’s blood sugar appears to be stable; stated by the caretaker and with the medications prescribed and her pain is controlled with the medications prescribed. ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. It is worthy to mention remains the same with a history of confusion in the past, the patient has FAST score of 6D. The patient is sleeping 8-12 hours a day.
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
