Today’s visit will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is currently in her 5th benefit period from 08/23/2025 to 10/21/2025. The patient was seen for the sole purpose of hospice face-to-face evaluation.
This is a 74-year-old woman on hospice with COPD, history of heart failure, hypertension, anxiety, and depression. L-MAC is at 24 cm. The patient is eating less. She appears to be more confused. O2 sats 96% on room air, blood pressure 130/90, pulse is 82. Pedal edema 2+ noted. The patient lives in a very cluttered house. She tells me that she has a provider and her daughter helps as well. She uses her nebulizer four times a day. Her pain is diminished with current pain medication; she has had a history of crushed back. She also has weight loss, decreased appetite, shortness of breath, and bouts of confusion. L-MAC is at 24 cm. PPS is at 50%. Her confusion puts her FAST score at 6E. She has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence, ADL dependency, hence the reason for the need of caretaker. She has bouts of dysphagia. The patient used a rollator, which is very difficult to use in her house because of the fact that there are so many things in the house and on the ground; this puts her at a high risk of fall. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
