The patient presents with history of a fall, questionable hitting a chair today without apparent injury.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Also, has had multiple bites for several days without clearing.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Noted to be minor laceration to chin with minimal gaping, also with multiple erythematous lesions on trunk and extremities without urticaria or evidence of infection.
DIAGNOSES: Minor laceration to chin and local reaction to ant bites.
PLAN: The patient’s mother was advised to follow up with pediatrician, to verify recent tetanus. The patient was given Steri-Strips without stitches and precautions were given with topical care without evidence of cellulitis or folliculitis or infection.
