CHIEF COMPLAINT: Shortness of breath.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is 69-year-old female who reports shortness of breath. She states that she is unable to walk 100 steps. She denied any chest pain or palpitation but specifically no dyspnea worsened by exertion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Essentially unremarkable.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Thyroid surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Unknown.

ALLERGIES: SULFANILAMIDE results in itching and rash and LEVOFLOXACIN results in itching and rash.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother, grandmother, and aunt all have asthma.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a prior smoker. No specific alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: Eyes: She has had cataract surgery.

Respiratory: She has shortness of breath.

Cardiac: She has palpitation.

Gastrointestinal: She is further has constipation.

Genitourinary: She has dysuria.

Musculoskeletal: She has knee and back pain.

Neurologic: She has headache.

Psychiatric: She has depression and insomnia.

Hematologic: She has history of anemia.

Review of system otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 113/53, pulse 58, respiratory rate 18, height 63 inches, and weight 154.2 pounds.

The examination otherwise is unremarkable.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 58 bpm and is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is a 69-year-old female who reports dyspnea and palpitation. She has history of heartburn but no exertional chest pain. She has no history of hypertension or hypercholesterolemia. Her only symptoms significant for dyspnea and palpitation is noted.

PLAN: We will perform echocardiogram and stress testing if they are noted to be unremarkable. We will proceed with further workup only if test is positive.
