CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 72-year-old female who is known to have history of hypertension, hypothyroidism, and corneal degeneration. She was referred for colonoscopy and found to have a new right bundle-branch block and left anterior fascicular block which were felt to be different from her prior ECG. The patient was subsequently referred for evaluation. She reports an episode of chest discomfort, which occurs sometimes at night, it is non-exertional, it occurs when lying down, but not with exertion. She has no associated shortness of breath. She has no additional symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Hypothyroidism.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Corneal degeneration.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:

1. Micro-corneal transplant.

2. C-section.

3. Resection of myoma.
MEDICATIONS:

1. Losartan 50 mg one daily.

2. Levothyroxine 50 mcg one daily.

3. Atorvastatin 20 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of coronary artery disease. Grandparents had heart attack. Maternal aunt had cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No history of substance use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 116/57, pulse 69, respiratory rate 18, height 63 inches, and weight 216.3 pounds.

Cardiovascular: She has a soft systolic murmur in the aortic region.

Abdomen: Noted to be obese. There are no masses or tenderness noted.

Extremities: Revealed varicosities bilaterally. There is trivial edema.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 58 bpm. There is right axis deviation. There is left anterior fascicular block.

IMPRESSION:

1. Abnormal EKG.

2. Bifascicular block.

3. Right bundle-branch block.

4. Left anterior fascicular block.

5. Hypothyroidism.

6. History of hypertension.

PLAN: Echocardiogram and lab work. I will see her for followup in one week after echocardiogram.
