CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical for MRI of the left shoulder under general anesthesia.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient has severe phobia and orthopedic physician has to get MRI of the left shoulder and the patient was then seen by anesthesiology and scheduled for the procedure in next few days. The patient was cleared by cardiology for surgery. The patient does not have any chest pain at this time and he is in good health. The patient continues to have pain in the left shoulder and he has undergone physical therapy without much relief.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or snoring.

The patient denied headache, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals significant tenderness of the left shoulder.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and he is advised to stop aspirin at least five days prior to the procedure.
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
