CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of pain in the right leg and followup for benign prostatic hypertrophy.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had a vein procedure in the right leg. After that he developed pain in the right hand and the pain level is 4 or 5. There is no calf swelling or tenderness and there is no bluish discoloration.

The patient has been taking tamsulosin for benign prostatic hypertrophy and needs a refill. The patient’s urinary symptoms are unremarkable.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. There is soft tissue pain of the right leg probably postop pain, but there is no bleeding at this time and the patient is able to walk. Peripheral pulses are bilaterally equal.
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
