PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and very fussy.
VITAL SIGNS:

Temperature 101.9.

Father stated he did not give her any medication. He was given prescription for Tylenol suppository and advised to give it to her as soon as he gets home.

Respirations 18.

Pulse 135.

NOSE: Congested, green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

EARS: Erythematous TM. Dull to light reflex bilateral.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No tenderness to palpation. Normal bowel sounds.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. The child bears weight well, but she just wanted to be held.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media.

2. Flu A.

3. Fever.

4. Rhinitis.

PLAN: The following tests were done in the clinic today: Strep, flu, and COVID. Strep is negative. COVID is negative. Flu A is positive. 

In the clinic today, the patient received the following medication: Rocephin 500 mg. The patient will receive this daily for the next three days. Father was given suppository prescription and advised to give the Tylenol suppository immediately, to increase fluids, to come back to the clinic if worse or take the child to the emergency room if we are closed.
