SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: The patient comes to the office for followup appointment. He is 69-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment for bipolar disorder. The patient has been doing fairly well on Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day, trazodone 50 mg at bedtime, duloxetine 30 mg daily, and bupropion 300 mg everyday. He described that he has been doing fine except lot of psychosis issue has been going on. The patient’s brother-in-law that is his wife brother has been living with her as he was homeless and he described he is suffering from chronic emphysema, COPD, and he has to take him to hospital on a checkup and it is sometime too much. He also described that he has been having right knee pain for which he has to go to see an orthopedic physician in the office. I further discussed it is good idea he should go and get himself checkup. He described this stress has been going on although he has been seeing a therapist twice a month from the Comprehensive Counseling. The patient was provided support, encouragement, appreciated his consistency with the appointment and working on the stress. It was also recommended that he should discuss with his wife about the ongoing difficulties and try to avoid stress and work on his difficulties including going for a walk, adequate diet, supportive care, and followup therapy. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
