This is a 75-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure associated with lymphedema 3+ bilaterally left greater than right. He has increased weakness, increased fatigue, functional decline, decreased mentation, definitely is wheelchair bound, has lost the ability to assist as much as he used to.

The patient becomes very short of breath with exertion, even with speaking at rest. He belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV. He also suffers from irritability, depression, and confusion most likely related to hypoxemia. The patient has a PPS score of 40%. He has been treated for his lymphedema and lower extremity edema with diuretics with some help. He has decreased appetite. He is not eating as much. He has also developed a left lateral plantar area ulcer stage IV. The patient’s O2 saturation is at 95% with L-MAC of 29 cm at the last visit. Given natural progression of the patient’s disease, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
