This is a 68-year-old woman seen today for face-to-face evaluation. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient currently is in her second benefit period extending from 07/25/2025 to 10/22/2025.
This is a 68-year-old woman, currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain not elsewhere classified along with history of hypertension, anxiety, depression, and sundowner syndrome. The patient is wearing oxygen from time-to-time; today, she was not wearing oxygen, but the nurses have her taken 2 liters from time-to-time. Since admission, her FAST score and PPS have not changed; this was reviewed today per nursing notes. Her mentation is definitely changed with increased confusion. I will discuss the results of this face-to-face with the DON regarding increase in her medication especially in the evening related to her sundowner syndrome. The patient also has decreased appetite except for candies, mild dysphagia, and it takes her a longtime to eat per her son. The patient’s son also tells us that she has productive cough from time-to-time after eating consistent with dysphagia. Her MAC today was measured at 29 cm. Given natural progression of her disease and changes that are noted as far as her decline, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
